According to Karen H. Parshall, I am “descended from Hubert
Newton (without Ph.D.) at Yale, E. H. Moore (about whom Karen wrote an article in 1984—see “Rings and Things” for a reference.), Leonard Eugene Dickson, Adrian A. Albert, and Sam Perlis (my Ph. D. thesis adviser--all four at Chicago U.! As an amazing coincidence, three of the five served as Presidents of the American Mathematical Society: E. H. Moore (1901–1903);L. E. Dickson (1917–1919) and A. A. Albert (1965-1967. According to the Mathematics Genealogy Project, Newton had just 2 students 
but 4261 descendants (!) , Moore had 21 and 4259 (!!), Dickson 53 
and 473, Albert 29 and 152, Perlis 3 and 23, while I had 8 and 20 
respectively. (I have my son Japheth Wood to thank for this statistic, and Karen H. Parshall for the antecedents before Albert.
